TOURNAMENT REGULATIONS


1.  ORGANIZERS 
Chess club "Rijeka", Blaža Polića 2, 51000 Rijeka, Hrvatska in agreement with Croatian Chess Federation, Trg Krešimira Ćosića 11, 10000 Zagreb. 

2.  VENUE AND DATE 
The Championship will be held in Rijeka, Croatia, from November 28th until December 5th  2009. Opening and closing ceremony and matches will take place in the Chess club "Rijeka", Blaža Polića 2, Rijeka.

3.  PARTICIPATION 
The 3th "Mediterranean 2017" Open Chess Tournament is open to all players. There is also no limit of participants per federation.

4.  PARTICIPATION FEES
360 kunas for domestic players; 50 euros for foreign players. 

• Grand masters, international masters, under-16 and over-60 participants are not obliged to pay the participation fee. 

• Fide masters and Primorsko-goranska county players will pay 50 percent of the participation fee. 

• The final player applications will be received until November 28, 2009 by 13:00 in the premises of the Chess club „Rijeka“, B. Polića 2/2.  

4.  SYSTEM AND RATE OF PLAY 
• The tournament will be based on Swiss system in accordance with the FIDE Laws of Chess. 
• The playing time will be 90 minutes for 40 moves plus 15 minutes for the rest of the game with an increment of 30 seconds per move, starting from move one.

• Players more than 30 minutes late for round will automatically lose the game.

• The organizer will provide chess sets for all players and digital watch for first 46 tables. 

• Each player who have white pieces has got to bring a well-functioning digital watch.

6.  RANKING AND TIE-BREAK SYSTEM 
The order of players that finish with the same number of points shall be determined by application of the following tie-breaking procedures in sequence, proceeding from (a) to (b) to (c) to (d) to the extent required:

a)  Median-Buchholz 1, the highest number wins; 
b)  Buchholz, the highest number wins; 
c)  Number of wins, the highest number wins; 
d)  Progressive Score, the highest number wins.

In case of unplayed games for the calculation of (a) and (b) the current FIDE tournament rules shall be applied: „Independently of the result of an unplayed game (win by Bye, win or loss by forfeit, no game because the player has withdrawn or was absent for some round(s)) for reasons of tie-break the result shall be counted as a Draw against the player himself.“ Annex to FIDE Tournament Rules, pt.1.  

7. AWARDS FUND

Flashes may be used only in the first ten minutes of each round. 
As long as the game is in progress a player may talk only to an arbiter or with his opponent as permitted by the Laws of Chess. 
We assume that all the players have read the Tournament Regulations and are obliged to obey them.
